Pharmacist services are rendered as a benefit under the Medi-Cal and Covered California (CCA) programs and
pharmacists can be reimbursed for providing services to either a Medi-Cal or Covered California beneficiary.
Pharmacist services include, but are not limited to, furnishing:

v Travel medications v Nicotine replacement therapy

COVID-19 oral therapy

v Naloxone hydrochloride

v" Emergency contraception drug therapy
and self-administered hormonal
contraception

Contracted pharmacists may also:

v' Initiate and administer immunizations v" Provide tobacco cessation counseling
v" Provide consultation on drug therapy
v' Facilitate disease management and disease v" Initiate and furnish HIV pre-exposure
prevention and post-exposure prophylaxis (PrEP
and PEP)
v" Supervise Community Health Worker v" Order and interpret diagnostic tests
(CHW) services while managing patient’s drug therapy
